Dear Brothers and Sisters:

The Maryknoll Fathers and Brothers sent the following as an Easter reflection
called From the Upper Room to the Streets. He is risen. Alleluia!l We have 50
days of celebration and reflection during the Easter season that will bring us
to Pentecost.

PASTOR
God is at work in our lives and in the world today. Read the Gospel. If you

have time, read it twice with a pause in between and think of one word or phrase that spoke
to you. Then, use the reflection questions to look at your experience and what's going on in
the world through the lens of the Gospel. Discern how God invites you to go forth as mission-
ary disciples to do justice locally and globally. Each week, consider how you can engage more
intentionally in prayer, transforming your perspective and responding in joy to carry on the
mission of love.

OPENING PRAYER: Throughout his life, Jesus balanced prayer with action. Create your own
sacred space. Light a candle and use symbols. Begin by taking time in silence to enter the pres-
ence of God’s love and pray the refrain. (Lord God, show us your mercy.)

INTRODUCTION: We are called to be Easter Joyful People. Each week we will focus on a par-
ticular theme. Then we will go through three steps: (1) Seeing our reality; (2) Discerning with
our faith, and (3) Going forth and doing justice.

In the readings, we hear how hope emerges as the disciples encounter an empty tomb. But
then confusion and wonder follow as the risen Jesus appears to them. As they spend time in
the upper room, they ponder what comes next. Finally, Jesus ascends to heaven and the Holy
Spirit descends on them. Their fear is transformed to bold courage as they burst forth, on fire
to share the Good News of God’s love. As we prepare to move out of the loss and isolation of
the pandemic, this Easter season gives us a chance to reflect on how God's love is at work in
our lives and the world. These weekly reflections will take us through a process to see our life
and the world around us through the lens of the Gospel.

CLOSING PRAYER: Conclude with your intentions — an Our Father, Hail Mary, Glory Be and
the refrain. (Lord God, show us your mercy.)

The second Sunday of Easter is called Divine Mercy Sunday. And we are:

CALLED TO BE MERCIFUL

INTRODUCTION: Thomas isn’t there when the risen Jesus appears to the disciples and de-
mands proof. Jesus appears to him to allay his doubts. When we struggle with doubt, we can
count on God’s mercy. It never waivers and gives us the strength to go forth with confidence.

PRAYER REFRAIN: Lord God, show us your mercy.

SEE YOUR REALITY: Think of how you overcame fear or doubt by giving or receiving
mercy.

DISCERN WITH YOUR FAITH: Read the Gospel for the Second Sunday of Easter (Jn 20:19-
31). Mercy is love without conditions. How is the Spirit calling you or the community
to show mercy to people deemed unworthy of love?

GO FORTH AND DO JUSTICE:

(1) Pray: Reflect on what mercy looks like in action and ask God to direct you in be-
ing a vehicle of mercy.

(2) Transform: During the Year of Mercy, the Church advocated to reduce global
debt. Learn more about how that contributes to global poverty, particularly since the
pandemic.

(3) Respond: Write to President Biden to encourage him to be more active in elimi-
nating world debt that leads to poverty.

Each week, | will share a thought from the Sunday Gospel and a theme to reflect on.

You are in my daily thoughts and prayers. May God bless you and keep you safe.
