Dear Brothers and Sisters:

| hope you had a good start to the new year. God blessed us with a
blanket of snow on the Sunday evening of the Epiphany and the early
morning of the Feast of the Holy Name of Jesus.

I was struck with the Gospel and reflection | read for December 30 PASTOR
(the Sixth Day in the Octave of Christmas) published in the Loose-Leaf

Lectionary for Mass (Liturgical Press). It made me think and hope it will do that for
you. The Gospel is from St. Luke (Luke 2:36-40).

THE GOSPEL TEXT

There was a prophetess, Anna, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher. She
was advanced in years, having lived seven years with her husband after their mar-
riage, and then as a widow until she was eighty-four.

She never left the temple, but worshiped night and day with fasting and prayer. And
coming forward at that very time, she gave thanks to God and spoke about the child
to all who were awaiting the redemption of Jerusalem.

When they had fulfilled all the prescriptions of the law of the Lord, they returned to
Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth. The child grew and became strong, filled with
wisdom, and the favor of God was upon him.

THE REFLECTION

“Monotony can occasionally settle into our spiritual lives. We might wonder: What
good comes from repeating Hail Marys and Our Fathers over and over again day after
day? What good comes from sitting through Masses that seem celebrated without
inspiration and passion week after week? What good comes from all the little acts of
charity and patience when no one seems to recognize them?

The prophetess Anna might have asked similar questions. For decades, “she never
left the temple but worshiped night and day with fasting and prayer.” After the mo-
notony of years, she might have asked, ‘What’s the point?’ She probably noticed
very little change in her virtue and closeness to God, day by day. Yet, after so many
years of faithfulness, she was clearly transformed. Among the throng of people at the
temple, how could someone immediately recognize a single child in the arms of his
poor parents as the awaited Messiah? Merely human eyes could not have perceived
that. Instead, decades of faithfulness to prayer and charity slowly transformed Anna,
allowing her to see more and more as God sees.

Over the years, she became radically open to the grace of God. It was precisely by
this grace — not by her merely human eyes or human effort — that she was able to
recognize Jesus as the awaited Messiah. Do not despair if you see little change day
by day in your virtue or your prayer life. Do not despair if you feel like you have little
faith. Instead, remain committed like Anna to prayer and little acts of charity, trust-
ing that grace will slowly transform you through those little daily sacrifices until you
can see with the eyes of God.”

Saint Teresa of Calcutta once said about success: “We are not here to be successful;
we are here to be FAITHFUL. God doesn’t require us to succeed, he only requires
that you try. | am not called to be successful; | am called to be faithful. God is not as
interested in success as in faithfulness.”

May you have a grace-filled week. You are in my daily thoughts and prayers.
